She gained certification from the American Board of Preventive Medicine in 1999 and is licensed in New York State.


Her professional memberships include the American Public Health Association, the American Medical Association, and the National Advisory Council for the Center for Children’s Health. She is also a member of the Grantmakers in Health Board and a former member of the Public Health Association of New York City’s Board.
